Established in 2008, Hassad Food is a fully
owned subsidiary of Qatar Investment Authority
(QIA). Considered as the country’s investment
arminfood and agribusiness sectors, Hassad has
several strategic commercial investments, both
internationally and locally that supports Qatar’s
food security efforts.

Internationally, Hassad invested in key strategic
establishments in Australia, Canada, Turkey,
Oman and others. In Qatar, Hassad owns multiple
subsidiaries that directly manage the company’s
key investments, such as, Aswagq for Food Facilities
Management, which manages the central markets,
and Mahaseel for Marketing & Agri. Services
Company, which provides marketing services to
more than 350 local farmers.

Hassad also invested in the Arab Qatari Agricultural

Production Company (QATFA), which owns the largest

vegetables farm in Qatar. Hassad invested as well
in the Arab Qatari Company for Poultry Production
(Al-Waha), the leading poultry producer in Qatar.
Additionally, Hassad invested in the animal feed
sector through Aalaf Qatar, which owns three of the
largest animal feed farms in the country, and in the
dates processing sector through National Food
Company “NAFCO”, which owns the largest dates
processing facility in Qatar.

Hassad also acquired strategic minority shares in
Baladna Company and Widam Food Company,
operating domestically in the dairy and livestock
sectors, respectively.

Finally, Hassad played and will continue to play a major
role in food security and crisis management, as well as,
the field of research and development.

In2018, Hassad conducted a strategic repositioning
of its Australian agriculture investment, securing

an agreement that saw the transition of Hassad’s
investments to Paraway Pastoral Company limited.

Paraway is one of the largest property owners/
operators in Australia, with a combined land holding
of over 4.4 million hectares; it currently operates 27
pastoral enterprises across a number of diversified
climatic zones and a range of country types. The
company divides its operations into four regions:
Northern (consisting of properties in Queensland),
Central East (properties in New England),

Central West (properties in Western NSW) and
Southern (including Southern NSW and Victoria).

Collectively, the properties have the capacity to carry
over 220,000 cattle and 250,000 sheep. Dryland
and irrigated cropping exists in each of the regions
for the production of hay, silage and grain crops for
external sales & feeding livestock.

In 2019, Hassad invested in the downstream seafood sector in
Oman, by acquiring shares in the “International Seafood Company”.

FOOD FACILITIES
MANAGEMENT

In2019, Hassad developed the central
markets in strategic locations across
the country, with the aim of creating
integrated marketing platforms, to
satisfy the needs of traders, producers
and consumers, as well as support
achieving food security objectives.

Accordingly, Hassad established
Aswagqfor Food Facilities Management
Company, as a subsidiary tasked
with managing the central markets.

A'SAILIYA CENTRAL MARKET

Located in a central site around 25 minutes away from the
heart of Doha. The central market spans over 78,000m2 and
includes several connected and air-conditioned sections.
Including retail, wholesale and traditional markets, as well as,
an auction area, cold stores, a hypermarket and other

service shops.

AL WAKRA CENTRAL MARKET

Spans ona land area of approximately 230,000m2,
the central market is an integrated marketing platform
located in the midpoint of central road networks.

The market is divided into several sections: barns,
automated slaughterhouse, auction area, shops,
hypermarket, service shops and administrative offices.

CAMEL MARKET

Located in Abu Nakhla, the camel market is an integrated
platform that spans over 70,000m2. Hassad developed
the market to serve the needs of camel owners and the
camel-trading sector.

The central market includes:camel barns, auction area,
slaughterhouse, fodder and other services shops as well
asa Majlis.

UM SALAL CENTRAL MARKET

Spans over 60,000m2, the market is located at the
intersection of modern and central highways (Al Majd
and Al Shamal), which links the market directly to the
main ports of Al Wakrah, Al Ruwais, Al Khor and Doha.

The central market includes:fish market, auction hall, ice
factory, slaughterhouse, barns, service shops, cold stores,
supermarket and administrative offices.



MARKETING LOCAL PRODUCE
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In2018, Hassad established Mahaseel for Marketing
and Agricultural Services Company, after studying the
market needs and determining the suitable mechanism
to support the private agricultural sector.

Mahaseel was developed to lift the burden of the
marketing process from local farmers by directly
marketing their fresh produce in the local market,

as well as provide them with other agricultural services

- the company currently provides its marketing services
to more than 350 farms, through more than 100 outlets
across the country.



FRESH PRODUCE PRODUCTION

QATFA

Hassad invested in the local produce production
sector through the Arab Qatari Agricultural Production
Company, QATFA - which owns the largest vegetable
farmin Qatar (200 hectares), located in Al Shahaniya.
QATFA annually produces around 6,000 tons of

fresh vegetables (28 varieties), and markets all of its
production locally.

QATFA uses several farming methods; open fields,
soilless planting, cooled and non-cooled greenhouses,
as well as high-tech glasshouses.

Moreover, the company supplies the local Qatari
market with greenhouses & related materials,
fertilizers, agricultural equipment, agricultural raw
materials, irrigation networks & water tanks, seasonal
plants, as well as indoor & outdoor plants, in addition
to providing full agricultural consultancy services to
local farmers.



POULTRY

Hassad invested locally in the Arab Qatari Company

for Poultry Production “Al-Waha”, the largest poultry
producer in Qatar. Hassad developed an expansion plan
to boost Al Waha'’s operations and increase its production.

In2020, Al Waha concluded phase 1 of the expansion, which
saw a vast production growth, covering 70% of the local
market demands of chilled poultry, and 40% of table eggs.

Al-Waha is working in full capacity to complete
phase 2 of the expansion, which will see a noticeable
increase in local poultry production levels, expected
to reach 16M chicken and 130M table eggs/year.



ANIMAL FEED
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AALAF QATAR

Hassad invested in the fodder sector over the past years
through Aalaf Qatar (a subsidiary of Hassad). Established
in 2017, Aalaf produces and supplies green fodder,
vitamins and salts to the local market in suitable quantities
and prices, to support the local livestock sector.

Hassad plans to invest over the next three years to develop
19 new pivots on 1,200 hectares, to produce 25,000 tons/
year of green fodder, as well as cover more than 50% of
the local market needs of primary fodder materials.

Aalaf currently produces Alfalfa and Rhodes through

its farms in Irrikiya, As’Sailiya & Al Reffa’, which span

over a total land area of 900 hectares and produces
more than 10,000 tons/year. Moreover, Aalaf currently
has nine sales centers in key locations across the country:
Semesma, Um Salal, Al Shahaniya, Abu Hamour,

Abu Nakhla, Irkiyah, Al Wakra, Al Wakra Central Market
and Al Karaana.

To support achieving food security objectives,
Hassad built 19 strategic grain bunkers in Al Wukair
area, with a total storage capacity of 240,000 tons.
The facilities also include a warehouse with a storage
capacity of up to 20,000 bags of grain.
